The Eatonia Arena is run by volunteers, both the
concession and caretaking. Income for the arena comes
from program fees (hockey and skating registrations),
user fees (public skating and shinny), ice rentals (mostly
senior and rec hockey), hockey game and tournament
admissions, and the concession proeés. It is vital to the
facility and the programs that everyone do their share to
help ensure the arena remains operational for years to
come.

Kitchen and caretaking shifts are determined by the
amount of hockey games and events scheduled at the
arena. ice scheduling meetings are completed sigip
sheets are posted at the rink for the users of the facility
to choose the shifts they wish to work both in the kitchen
and caretaking. If everyone does their share it makes less
work for everyone involved.
